With this background, | wish o draw vour attention that according to the 5D Act, cerinin
activities refaied 10 nccess of biological resources by the researc ners/scientistsuniversinies/ educitional
institutions need prior approval of the National Hiodiversity Authority (NBA) or the State Biodiversity
Boards, us the case may be. Any non-compliance of the provisions of the BD Act and Rules will
constituic a cognizable and non-bailable offence. However scction § of the BD Act provides for
exemprion from secking prior approval of the NBA, if access to biological resources is for undertaking
any co'laborative research project between institutions in India and those outside India, provided such
project has the approval of any Department®f the Central or State Government and conforms to the
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guidelines issucd by the Ministry of Environment, Forests and Climale Change in this regard. (4 cop
of the Cuidelines on Access to biological Resources and associaied knowledge and Benefit sharing i

enclased for ready reference.)
