‘The Committee for the Purpose of Control and Supervision of Experiments on
Animals (CPCSEA) has been consttuted under the provisions of Section 15 of the Prevention
of Cruelty o Anfmas Act, 1960. The CPCSEA functions within the ambit of the Act and the
Raules for Breeding of and Experiments on Animals (Control & Supervision), 1998 as
amended.The aim of the CPCSEA s to ensure humane and cthical us of ammals, while
Tcilitating legitimate scientific rescarch involving experiments on animals. AS per the cxiant
rule it is mandatory that cvery establishment involved in breeding and experimentation
should get registered with CPCSEA.

2. 1 quote below, for your ready reference, the relevant sections of the aforesaid Rules:

Rule 3: (8 No establishment shall carry on the business of breeding of animals or trade of
animals for the purpose of experiments unless it i registeed.

(1) Every breeder  cstablishment carrying on the business of breeding animals or
trade of animals for the purpose of experiments,shall apply forregistration within sixty days
from the date of commencement of these rules and. sop reeding of animals if regisration s
subsequently refused o it by the Commitee

Rule 4: (@) No cstablishment shall perform any experiments on animals uness itbis
regisered.

(5 Every establishment performing experiments on animals, shall, apply for
registration within sixty days from the date of commencement of these rules and stop
performing experiments on animals

Rule 14 empowers CPCSEA to direct closure of the animal house facility if the rules made
by it are not complied with by the estabishment or breeder.
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[image: image2.png]3. 1 am also direted to inform you thatS. 19 of the Prevention of Cruelty 1o Animals
‘Act, empowers the CPCSEA to prohibit any person / insttution from carrying on any.
experiments if it is satisfed that the rules made by it are not being adhered (. If the
Contravention of any direction or breach of conditions issued by the CPCSEA ws 19 has
‘aken place in any insttution / establishment,then the person in charge of the insttution /
establishment shall be deemed to be guilty o the offence and punishable as pr Section 20 of
Prevention of Cruelty to Animals Act.

4. In addition to the above, you are also advised that persons / intitutions guilty of the
breach of these mandatory requirements, and functioning without the supervision or
regulation envisaged by these Rules, shall additionally render themselves liable under the
‘applicable provisions of the Indian Pénal Code, including but not limited to Section 428 and
429 of the said enactmen.

5. In view of the sbove, kindly directthe establishments / colleges / institutions units
registered with the Pharmacy Council of India (PCI), o register them with the CPCSEA, s0
hat inspection of the establishments carrying out experiments on animals can be conducted,
and they can be subject to the supervision and regulation that the law of the land deems
imperative.
